IACP “Leadership in Police Organizations” Training in Athens, Georgia

The LPO course is based on a leadership currictiatoriginated at the US Military Academy
(USMA — “West Point”). Through the efforts of Arnofficers who served in the USMA’s
Department of Behavioral Sciences and Leaderstdgeaperienced police administrators, this
civilian version of the course was created. AsI&@P describes:

Reflecting the high quality of the LPO curriculupgrticipants in the course in Athens will be
able to receive nine semester hours of junior-lewmelergraduate college credit starting in 2009
through Gainesville State College. As Athens-Giaflounty becomes a regional IACP “Center
of Excellence,” ACCPD, the IACP, and Gainesvillat8tCollege plan to continue to attract
public safety leaders from across the country tienaftthe course in Athens.

The first three-week LPO course started in AthenSaptember of 2007, the second course
started in June of 2008, and the third startedugust of 2008. Previous attendees of the
training in Athens traveled from across the coutrgttend, and to date, nearly 70 government
leaders have graduated from the course in Ath&hs. next LPO course in Athens starts on
February 23, 2009.
